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Govt signs MoUs worth Rs 10,436 cr

MUMBAI: The state government on Tuesday signed MoUs worth Rs 10,436 crore with eight leading companies at the state guesthouse Sahyadri. These were signed by industries minister Narayan Rane. They will generate 7,732 new jobs in the state. 

The MoUs were signed with Posco India, Welspun, Bhushan Steel, Rasoya Protein, Amba River Coke, Shyam Century, Cooper Corporation, Gimatex. 

The government has also signed a MoU with Japan External Trade Relation Organisation (JETRO) and Delhi Mumbai Industrial Corridor Development Corporation. 

Meanwhile, the state cabinet sub-committee on infrastructure has cleared a proposal allowing Volkswagen to double its plant in Chakan. A senior industries department official said Volkswagen had set up a plant last year with an investment of Rs 2,000 crore. "Depending on the needs, they will double the capacity of the plant worth Rs 2,200 crore,'' he said. 

The sub-committee also cleared another proposal allowing Bridgestone to set up a tyre manufacturing plant. The company is looking at some plots near Pune, the official said.
